State CLSA Conference 
I attended the 2007 CLSA State Conference this year near San Diego.  Held April 15-18 at the Rancho Bernardo 
Inn a few miles up Interstate 15 from San Diego proper, the locale offered a more secluded environment for the 
conference than past years. 

This year the conference was held jointly with The Western Federation of Professional Surveyors 
(http://www.wfps.org/), an organization comprised of land surveying representatives from the western 13 states. 

The conference officially began on Sunday afternoon, where the approximately 450 attendees listened to 
Michael Jones, Chief Technologist for Google Earth (earth.google.com) discuss his firms strategy for providing 
geospatial information to the worldwide internet community by building upon the knowledge and power of their 
popular search engine. 

There was a special BLM Seminar held on Saturday for those individuals interested in topics associated with 
land surveying in and surrounding BLM lands.  Seminars began immediately after Sunday’s Keynote Address 
and continued on through Wednesday midday.  General interest topics included Land Based Lidar (by Kevin 
Akin, PLS), CGIS and GIS Issues (Mary Cook-Hurley), Mechanics Liens (Robert Jacobs) and RTK 
Applications and the Surveyor’s Role (Tom Taylor).  In between the hugely successful Scholarship Auction and 
Casino Night, attendees found time for other seminars like Disputes between Adjoining Landowners (Wendy 
Lathrop), Federal Rules of Evidence (Chuck Karayan), Ownership Versus Possession (Wendy Lathrop) and 
Legal Descriptions (Jim Pilarski).  Early word is that the 2008 Conference will be held in Reno or Lake Tahoe 
next year.
